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The worship ministries at BCF were signifi-

cantly affected during the coronavirus 

shutdown. We went òfrom full speed to full 

stopó nearly overnight. Our worship ser-

vices were moved online. But while many 

churches missed having Sunday worship 

for several weeks as they regrouped and 

implemented the proper technology, our 

church was able to continue from one Sun-

day to the next without missing a beat. We 

had already been doing live streaming for 

two years, and so the transition was much 

easier for us than for some others. We even 

had people from other churches joining us 

online, since their own groups were not 

meeting in any capacity.  

 

In addition to Sunday services, I also start-

ed a nightly òSong and Prayeró on our live-

streaming app. The idea behind this was to 

provide a small amount of stability during 

unstable times. We regularly had 10 -15 

people tuning in each Monday through Fri-

day at 7pm to worship, pray, and offer en-

couragement to one another through the 

comments. Now that Iõve returned to the of-

fice, Iõm continuing this practice each 

morning. Itõs as helpful to me as it is to oth-

ers.  

 

Now that we have resumed corporate wor-

ship, things look different. Masks are com-

monplace. Because of social distancing, the 

full praise team format is on hold. Thank-

fully Barbara is back with us and excited to 

lead us in song. And since Barbara has re-

turned, I have opted to be less involved in 

the music. Iõm feeling the weight of han-

dling both music and preaching over the 

last six months, and I feel itõs best to refo-

cus on the job I was hired to do: preside 

over the worship service, and preach and 

teach the Word of God. Iõll still help with 

music from time to time.  

 

Please continue to pray for our worship as 

we move forward. Pray things would òopen 

upó and return to some sense of normality. 

Pray religious liberties would be protected. 

Pray the virus would be stopped in its 

tracks. And pray we would be filled with the 

joy of the Lord, no matter what our circum-

stances. God is good. All the time.

Growth ministries either paused or pivoted 

during the time of quarantine. Adult Bible 

study continued on Zoom, and then took a 

break for July and August. It will resume on 

September 10. Childrenõs ministries were 

put on hold per direction from the governor. 

Thankfully, we were recently given the go -

ahead to resume any childrenõs activities, 

so long as we take proper safety precau-

tions. Many thanks to Angela Livingstone 

for creating activity bags for kids who had 

to stay in service.  

 

Our challenge moving forward revolves 

around how to disciple our Christian adults 

outside of Sunday mornings. Sunday wor-

ship is crucial for spiritual growth, but so 

also is ongoing nourishment from Godõs 

Word in the context of loving and support-

ing relationships. Our Thursday Bible study 

attempts to provide this for some, but itõs 

not the answer for everyone. We need to 

find ways to connect the rest of our congre-

gation with a plan for growth that is appro-

priate to their age and stage of spiritual de-

velopment. Please pray for me and the other 

leaders as we seek to do this, for the good of 

the Church and for the glory of God.

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Just as our Outreach Team started to get excited with planning preparations for many of 

our events this year, COVID hit forcing us to cancel many of the events during April 

through August.   

 

Our One Heart Mission that we host the 1st Saturday of each month was hit hard. The 

stay at home order was put in place, the church was unable to secure the products need-

ed to open our doors for this very important ministry in April forcing us to not host it that 

month.  For May and June we decided to pre -pack bags and hand them out in our park-

ing lot. Although supplies were very low we were at least able to provide the bare mini-

mum necessity items, talk with some of the families, and pray over them as a church. Ju-

ly we decided to open our doors with social distancing and mask requirements in place 

and we are happy that we were able to get back to some sort of normality. We are slowly 

restoring our products but are still in need of both disinfectant spray and hand sanitizer.  

 

As July approach we were looking forward to hosting our very 1st Craft Fair by opening 

our doors for local businesses and the community but we had to think about the safety of 

both our volunteers and the community therefore had to also cancel the event. Although 

it was a hard and sad decision, we knew it was for the best. On the brighter side we have 

everything in place to put on a great craft fair for 2021.  

 

Then August came where we annually host a parking lot Carnival to the families within 

the community but reluctantly had to cancel that due to not having the means, nor the 

planning time to ensure proper COVID guidelines were in place for the safety of all. We 

really missed connecting with the families.  

 

Now focusing on the future, the Outreach Team recently held their first meeting since the 

pandemic and we are excited and very focused on how we can move forward safely with 

the fall events, find ways to have a more deeply relationship with our community, ways 

we can serve their needs and bring them towards Christ.  

 

We will be hosting yard sales in Sept and Nov to raise funds for One Heart and connect 

with the people who show up, opening our doors for our Trunk Nõ Treat indoor and possi-

ble our outdoor decorated car event, implementing new way of serving Thanksgiving Din-

ner in Nov and planning possibly outdoor events within our community.  

 

What once a open door brought people to Christ now strong relationships with one anoth-

er does. We just pray that whatever means we use that it will be very pleasing to Christ.
